5. Demonstrate the possession of analytical skills necessary for problem solving, 

critical thinking, and art making.  
6. Be able to make, communicate, and defend critical judgments based on 

knowledge of historical and contemporary practice.  
7. Demonstrate development towards a personal image, i.e., artwork containing a 

personal or unique point of view.
